The scholarship recipient will be notified by email and/or phone within 24 hours of the selection 
committee’s decision. In addition, the scholarship winner’s name and photo will be posted on The Old 
Town Association’s website and/or Facebook page.  

Scholarship Amount and Payment 

The amount of the scholarship is, $500.00 and, payment will be made directly to the recipient’s school 
account.
